44"/45" Wide Cotton Fabric

-5/8 yard main fabric for bag body

-1/2 yard coordinating fabric for pocket flaps and -
straps

-3/4 yard lining fabric

-one 45" x 60" Natural Cotton® Batting

-three 1 1/2" D rings

-twelve heavy duty snaps

-one 9" zipper, to match lining fabric

Cutting

Bag Body

From main fabric cut one 20" x 33"

Pocket Flap, Straps, and Joining Pieces
Making sure to layer fabric with wrong sides
together, cut two pocket flap pattern pieces (see
pattern piece). This will ensure that one flap is the
reverse of the other.

Cut two straps - 4 1/2" x 28"

Cut two lower D-ring holders (A) - 4" x 3 3/4"
Cut one upper D-ring holder (B) - 4" x 6"

Cut one snap holder (C) - 4" x 6 1/4"

Cut one snap holder (D) - 4" x 4 1/4"

Lining

Cut one 19" x 31"

Cut one outer pocket 9 1/2" x 19"

Cut one upper lining pocket piece

(see pattern piece)

Cut one lower lining pocket piece

(see pattern piece)
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Batting
Cut one bag body 20" x 33"
Cut one pocket flap (see pattern piece)
Cut two straps 4 1/2" x 28"
Cut one 2" x 24"
-Subcut into: Two (A) 3 1/4" x 2"
One (B) 6" x 2"
One (C) 6 1/4" x 2"
One (D) 4 1/4" x 2"
Sewing
Use 1/2" seam allowance unless otherwise
indicated.
Quilting
1)Plan the quilting for the main bag body fabric,
and mark any lines on the top. Some suggestions
include:

a.A diamond pattern made by drawing
diagonal lines at a 60 degree angle that
are 2" apart.

b.Channel quilting using vertical lines about
2" apar, parallel to the 20" edges.

c.Outline design motifs on the fabric

d.Free-motion stipple quilting

2)Place batting beneath main fabric with right side
up. Quilt piece. Trim bag body to 19" x 32".

Outer Pocket

1)Follow diagram 1, draw a long rectangle 1/2" x
7 3/4" that is 1 1/2" from the top edge on the
batting side of bag body.
