3) Sew around each appliqu® with a matching ’chread Use 3
buttonhole stitch or a satin stitch on your machine. These can also be
buttonhole stitched. by hand. Tear away the stabilizer when you are

4) Pin and sew a|tér$ra)tefblocks to the appliqu®d blocks in the order
shown in the diagram. Press all seam allowances toward the right in
the first row and towards the left in the second row. This will cause the
corners to “snug” together when you pin your rows together. Use a

. seam allowance.
5) Fold one of your side borders in half and pinch in the center to
make a small crease. Line this crease up with the, centey of the fourth
row of blocks and start pinning there. Pin your way6ut to the
corners. Follow this technique for all of your borders. This will keep
the quilt flat and prevent “waving” borders. (Try never to cut the
borders longer than you need them and trim-it doesn’t work and
makes your borders too full.)
Layering and Basting
1) Think of layering as making a “quilt sandwich”. The bottom layer is
the quilt-backing. This should be at least 6 larger than.the quilt top.
Masking,tape the backing to a smooth surface with ’c]ﬁ_)vrong side of
the fabric crhg up. Next, gently lay the batting on ’foﬁ/of’che
backing. The batting should be the same size as the quilt backing and
does not have to be taped or pinned in place. Just smooth it out with
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your hands. The quilt top is placed on top of the batting, right side
facing up.
2) Take long running stitches from the center of the quilt top to the
edges of the quilt top to separate the top into four sections. As you
work your way out from the center, use a “hand width” as a quide for
distance between the lines of stitching. The idea is to form a “grid”
over the surface of the quilt to hold all the layers of the “quilt
sandwich” together until you finish hand or machine quilting.
Quilting:
We quilted all around the designs “in the ditch”, and did a stipple
quilt pattern in the alternating blocks. V'\leyquilted parallel lines in the
border. You can quilt this quilt any way)(our heart desires.
Binding:
When all of your hand or machine quilting is complete you have to
add the binding. This is probably the most important step to do to
preserve your quilt because the edge of the quilt is the first spot to
begin to show wear.”
To make binding:”
1) Take the 6% strips that you cut from the backing fabric,
2) Stack the strips (right side up) Cut the strips at a 4501 abdle on
either side- use your Quilter's Rule ruler. (You are making™
parallelograms)
3) Sew the strips together to form one long strip.
4) Fold one short edge over ...” and press. Fold the long strip in half,
wrong sides together, and press.
5) Lay the raw edges of the binding strip along the raw edges of the
quilt top and pin in place.
6) Sew to within ...” of the quilt corner and backstitch.
7) Fold the fabric up and then down (like a hospital corner on a bed)
and sew. This will miter the corners of the binding.
8) Carefully trim the backmg and batting ...” from the raw edge of
the quilt top.
9) Wrap the folded edge omw.’bmdmg around to the bacl< of the
quilt and hand stitch. FJ

Make sure the binding just covers your stitching line onthe back.
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
